The Parade will begin at Delaware Avenue and
end just past Lincoln Park. Upon acceptance, you will be informed of the specifics via
mail. We ask you to read the Times Herald for parade order listings during the week
of November 24th.

On behalf of Greater Olean Area Chamber of Commerce and the Santa Claus Lane
committee, thank you for your cooperation. Please fill out the enclosed form and get
it back to us as soon as possible. Deadline for parade applications is November 7.

PARADE RULES & GUIDELINES:

*Floats may be no taller than 13 feet and they MAY NOT contain a Santa or Mrs. Claus.
“*DO NOT throw or hand out candy or coupons from your float. If you would like to
have candy/coupon, please have volunteers walk along the sidewalk and hand out.
*All participants must sign a waiver to march in the parade- children AND adults.

*If you intend to use a cartoon character, you must inform the Santa Claus Lane
committee and be specific. Our intent is to eliminate duplication.

*We encourage you to provide music or to sing with your unit. If you are playing
music, be mindful of your neighbors - do not play it too loudly.

*Animals such as dogs and horses are allowed. They need to be kept under control.
Large animals such as oxen are discouraged from participating.

*If you have animals in the parade, you must provide scoopers to clean up droppings.
*Large vehicles are prohibited from participating in the parade, unless they are
pulling a float or they are decorated as floats.

*Small children may not walk alongside large trucks, particularly those with

large wheel wells.
